Teaching Order Design Principles

designing or reviewing any dance program teaching order.

The CALLERLAB document Teaching Order Design
Principles was created to provide information relating to
the principles to be used in the design and structure of
dance program teaching orders.

The information is not program specific and can be applied
in all square dance programs. The document includes
Six major sections:

A) FORMATIONS,

B) ANALYZING INDIVIDUAL CALLS,

C) CALL SEQUENCES,

D) DANCING AND THE DANCE ENVIRONMENT,
E) TEACHING PROCESS, and

F) REVIEW.

During the past week (as |
write this in August) | have
been working on a project for
the Square Dance Found-
ation of NE that | think is very
exciting.

Since most of you reading this
column have access to the
Internet you will be able to
experience the results. We
have made available a set of
digital copies of tape recordings made in the late 1950’s
and early 1960's.

You can go to the www.SDFNE.ORG website, click on
“Library” and listen to tips called by 18 different callers.
These clips were taken from tapes in the SDFNE
collection.

As | have mentioned before in this column, | have been
converting tapes to digital format so that they will not be
lost forever when reel-to-reel tape players are no longer
available.

At a meeting of our Tri State Callers Association in July,
we were talking about those tapes and how nice it would
be if more people could hear them. The Foundation has a
website that was set up and maintained on a volunteer
basis by Patty Greene (even though she now lives in North
Carolina.)

We don't have the capability on that site to maintain a
collection of audio clips. Clark Baker spoke up and said
“I can do that and the SDFNE could provide a link.” Johnny
Wedge, who is the computer guru for the Foundation was
quick to say that he could set up the link and it was done
in a couple of days.

The clips are each a full tip, both a patter and a singing
call, from each caller. The dances, with one exception,
were held in N. E. and the set includes five N. E. callers
in addition to some of the best known of the early traveling
callers.

| wrote a short description / introduction for each of the
tips. Clark realized that many people would not know all
the terms that we used in those days and got me to add
a “glossary” to help.

For some of the callers, a click on the name takes the
reader to an interview with that caller. The interviews are
from a set of nearly 200 that Bob Brundage has been
conducting for nearly a decade. More than 40 of those
are also available to be read on the website.

We often talk about how complicated modern square
dancing has become. We have added many calls to the
vocabulary we were using 50 years ago.

We've made the dancing much more technical and
precise. In light of that it is interesting to hear in these
clips what we did then with only about 20 calls that we
could be confident everyone knew.

One difference is that we used each of those 20 calls in
many ways. That's something we can'’t, or won't, do
today. The sound of those callers is different. Even those
of us who are still calling sounded more musical and
rhythmic then.

The SDFNE is a wonderful resource. The small band of
dedicated workers who have organized and maintained it
deserve our thanks. They have created a wonderful
resource.

The history of square dancing is available there at the
Library / Museum in Manchester and now, with a little
help from modern technology, is even more accessible to
those who have an interest — and an Internet connection.

The 2007 NECCA Clinic was cancelled. A major reason
for the cancellation was that most of the callers in New
England have little-to-no interest in attending the Clinic.
For the past fi ve years, at least, the attendance has
included the same fi fteen callers every year and a half
dozen or so others who have attended less regularly. This
does not suggest that there is a strong interest.

The clinic was started several decades ago to provide a
quality learning experience for our area callers nearly all
of who were, and still are, members of NECCA. Over those
decades we have brought in many of the most respected
leaders and teachers in the square dance community. In
many years we have drawn on the talents of our local
leaders many of whom are nationally recognized and

respected. We have had years in which the attendance
has exceeded one hundred caller members. Some of the
fi fteen regulars have attended nearly all of the more than
forty clinics.

So why has the attendance dropped to a small group of
(mostly senior) callers? Certainly an important reason is
that we have fewer members. The calling community has
shrunk just as the dancer community has become smal-
ler. We know, also, from sociology studies that there is
much less interest in social contact among younger
people. We have a few younger callers but for them the
chance to mingle with others who share our interest in
square dancing seems to be less of a “draw” than it is for
some of us.

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Demonstrating Calls in Class

By Ed Foote

At last year's National Con-
vention in Charlotte | was on
3 New Dancer Retention
panels, and was amazed that
surveys of those in atten-
dance showed that only
about 15% of class callers
walk a call before showing it
to their students.

The reason | am amazed is
that it has long been recog-
nized that 60% of people learn best visually and only 33%
learn best via listening (auditory). The remaining 7% learn
best by either doing the action or by reading. These
percentages apply to the learning of anything have been
known to educators, teachers and psychologists for
decades.

So if the survey of the 165 people at these 3 panels in
Charlotte is correct, “The vast majority of callers are
ignoring the predominant learning style of the
majority of people they are trying to teach.” This is
incredible!

Most callers tell the dancers the name of the call they
are going to learn, then walk them through it by giving
directional commands. This covers the auditory learners.
Now the call is danced, which takes care of the kinesthetic
people. Since most learners are given a pamphlet with
the written defi nitions, this covers the readers.

What about the 60% who learn best visually? They are
ignored and are expected to try and learn the calls via a
learning method which is more difficult for them.

Itis true that they may eventually succeed, but it probably
takes them longer to fully grasp the calls, and thus their
learning experience is not as enjoyable as it could be.

For years the complaint has been that beginner classes
take too long, and the blame has been placed on the
number of calls that must be taught.

Could it be that classes take a long time because the
majority of people are being taught in a learning style that
is not the best for them?

If everyone were taught in the learning style best for them,
is it likely that everyone would grasp the calls faster, and
thus the number of lessons could be reduced? Quite
possibly.

The solution .
Before a call is taught, have a square of angels walk it.

This gives the visual people, who make up the majority of
any learning group, an overall concept of what the call
does. If you don’t have angels, use checkers on top of a
table.

Now go ahead and put the people in a square, give verbal
directions and then dance it. When practice of the call is
finished, have the angels walk the call again. This will
reinforce the visual learners and will also likely be of help
to some of the other learners.

Remember: A picture is worth a thousand words. Be sure
and DEMONSTRATE every call before you teach it and
then again after it has been practiced.

Obviously you do not have to do this with the very beginning
calls such as Circle Left and Right & Left Grand. But Left
Allemande would be good to demonstrate, since this gi-
ves some people problems.

If you are a club officer and your class teacher is not
demonstrating calls before teaching them, consider asking
the teacher to do so or at least show them this article.

The bottom line is that a group will learn faster and better
if calls are demonstrated before they are taught.

It made me think of how our activity is now (and has been)
suffering from other types of problems. While back in the
fifties and sixties we had problems such as turning people
away from a dance because there were too many dancers,
now we have problems of not being able to get anyone
into the activity.

As has been discussed over and over, some of the reasons
our problems exist are because of our own choices. We

cannot blame society on all square dance woes.

It is interesting to hear and read many ideas and opini-
ons. Many believe complex choreography has ruined our
activity, some believe the higher levels have.

| can see where in some cases, this theory has played a
part, to a degree. On the flip side, | can see where keeping
a dancer / club at a relaxed Mainstream or even Basic
Program has not helped either. Many dancers do and
want something more challenging, be it Plus or Advanced
or beyond.

There is nothing wrong with that. Dancers leave the lower
programs for more because they want to. The more
complex choreography should not be looked at as “The
Evil Empire.” You cannot keep square dancers in a box.

We cannot dictate what a dancer will dance or even where
they can dance. But, our skins aren’t as thick as they
use to be. We live in a world of “Entitlement.” Everyone
has their rights and they are “entitled” to certain things.

| hear of callers / dancers / clubs / organizations / resorts
etc. getting upset at others because an event is planned
on the same evening or weekend as someone else’s event
if the two venues are 200 hundred miles away. “How dare
you compete with me!”

As we begin a new year, let’s try to stop pointing fingers
at each other for the unhealthy condition of our activity.

There is a place for all levels, no matter what it is. Can't
we all just get along? To take the idea from Martin Luther
King, | look forward someday when blame will not be
directed at anyone because dancers will be able to dance
what they want and where they want based on their content
of their ability and choice and not by the color in which
they choose the level of their dance program.

While the chance to learn from the best teachers was an
important reason for holding the clinic in the past, there
seems to be less interest in learning from anyone these
days. Perhaps it is true that the NECCA members have
already learned all there is to know about calling. Or
maybe they’ve learned all they are willing to learn.

Over the past few years we have focused the NECCA
Clinic on the declining participation in modern square
dancing. We've invited dancers to join us and several have
accepted our invitation and shared in our search for ways
to give our “product” a wider and more successful appeal.
The caller participation in these clinics has been mostly
the same old fifteen.

We've had a few suggestions of topics that we might use
as the theme for future clinics but none of them have
stirred signifi cant signs of interest from the more than a
hundred NECCA members who have never attended a
clinic. I guess they already know all they need to know.
It's certainly possible that nothing we could offer would
change the downward slope of attendance at square dance
events in New England.

| do enjoy the chance to get together and share ideas
with other callers. | wish the gathering could include some
new faces. For me an important value in square dancing
has been the chance to make friends and to get together
with them. I'm sorry to see that value shrinking in impor-
tance in our society.

This HO LOG was submitted for the Mainstream Committee to review and vote on revisions to the definitions of five
Mainstream calls as submitted by the definitions Committee and reviewed and approved by the Mainstream definitior
