En dag var jeg sa letsindig at love Max, at jeg nok skulle
skrive indlaeg til NewsLetter en gang imellem, sadan at
han kunne have noget stof at saette i bladet. Og det be-
straeber jeg mig sa pa at gere.

Jeg er dog sikker pa, at redaktaren meget gerne vil have
mange flere indleeg fra leeserne end dem, han far fra
mig og eventuelle andre "faste” leverandgrer. Og ma-
ske kan netop indleegget her saette en debat i gang og
give andre lyst til at give deres mening til kende i vores
blad.

Jeg har denne gang valgt at skrive om et tabuemne. Nu
vil mange maske forundret udbryde: "Vi har da ingen
tabuer! Vi kan tale og skrive om alt, hvad der har med
calling at gare.” Men jeg vil nu alligevel vove den pa-
stand, at der er et emne, som diskuteres meget lidt, selv
om vi ofte har det teet inde pa livet og darligt kan undga
at tage stilling til det — nemlig hvor meget vi far for at
calle.

Og af en eller anden grund kommer spagrgsmalet
altid en lille smule bag p& mig, selv om man vel darligt
kunne forestille sig et mere naturligt spgrgsmal fra en
person, der er i gang med at arrangere en dans.

Og nu er det sa, jeg godt kunne teenke mig at spgrge:
Har | andre altid en fuldsteendig klar holdning til, hvor
meget man skal forlange for at calle til en dans, eller er
| lige s& meget i tvivl, som jeg er? Hvordan finder man
ud af, hvor meget det er rimeligt at bede om? Hvad er
for meget, og hvad er for lidt?

Jeg foler, mange af os har en tendens til at veere lidt
tilbageholdende med at tale om, hvad vi far. Og det kan
da ogsa godt veere, at emnet er lidt spreengfarligt. Man
kunne i hvert fald godt forestille sig, at der kunne opsta
en smule misundelse eller harme hos nogle, hvis de
synes, andre far for meget. Men nu vover jeg altsa alli-
gevel at bringe emnet pa bane.

Jeg synes selv, det kan veere utrolig sveert at seette en
pris. For hvordan finder man ud af, hvad den vare, man
som caller leverer, er veerd? Specielt i starten af karri-
eren er det vel naturligt, at man er tilbageholdende og
bange for at forlange for meget. Vi er sikkert alle enige
om, at calling er en aktivitet, der kraever ars ihaerdig ind-
sats, far man kan gere sig hab om at blive rigtig god. Og
det, at man har veeret pa kursus i det en gang eller to,
bliver man jo langtfra nogen fuldbefaren caller af.

Nar man sa far mere erfaring i at std med mikrofonen,
har man maske lidt lettere ved at forlange en fornuftig

pris for sin indsats. Men alligevel synes jeg, det kan veere
overordentlig sveert at finde ud af, hvad den pris skal
veere.

Og sa er der jo de store, bergmte navne, som vi alle
sammen kender. Festivalcallerne, bergmthederne, som
caller sa vidunderligt, at man som danser kan blive helt
beruset af det. Vi ved jo godt, at disse stjerner tit skal
have svimlende belgb for at sesette deres navne under
en kontrakt - maske ligefrem mange tusinde kroner for
blot en enkelt dag. Og nar jeg taler med nogen, der har
veeret med til at engagere et af de store navne, sker det
af og til, at jeg lidt nysgerrigt sparger, hvor meget det var
ngdvendigt at "ryste op med”. Men egentlig kan jeg ikke
rigtig bruge svaret til s& meget, fordi jeg jo godt ved, at
disse callere er i en klasse for sig.

Jeg leeste engang om en episode, hvor to callere var
blevet engageret til en dans. Den ene var et stort navn,
meget dygtig og erfaren. Den anden var endnu kun pa
begynderstadiet. Arranggrerne tilbgd den fgrstnaevnte
et stort honorar, hvorimod det belgb, man havde teenkt
sig at betale hans mindre erfarne kollega, var langt la-
vere.

Men det ville den dygtige caller ikke acceptere. Efter hans
mening burde de to have samme lgn. Det er efterhan-
den mange ar siden, jeg leeste om episoden, og det kni-
ber med at huske, hvad der stod om den dygtige callers
begrundelser for at bede om at fa sin egen lgn sat ned
og fa kollegaens lgn sat op, sddan at de kom til at fa lige
meget. Men begrundelsen har formentlig veeret noget i
retning af, at den uerfarne jo var ngdt til at bruge mindst
lige s& meget (eller maske endda vaesentlig mere) tid
pa at forberede sin praestation som ham, der havde veeret
i faget leengere.

Hvad skal man nu mene om den episode? Ja, man kan
da i hvert fald déarligt undgd at fa sympati for sddan en
indstilling. Og selvfglgelig er der da noget rigtigt i argu-
mentationen. Men pa den anden side vil jeg nu nok sta-
dig mene, at der er en vis rimelighed i, at de store navne
tjener langt mere end vi andre.

Defence of Wheel and
Deal from In-Facing Lines

Several readers of CALLING wrote that Wheel and Deal
from In-Facing Lines is silly and that it is not very
comfortable for the dancers. They asked if | call that and
if I really think that it is correct. For this reason | discussed
the most often asked questions with my friend Jiri Slaby
and | also answer them in this article:

Do you call Wheel and Deal from In-Facing Lines for
your dancers?

Yes, | do, though mostly | call Wheel and Deal from Out-
Facing Lines or Tidal Line. But sometimes | use it from
In-Facing Lines. On one hand, it practises quick response
and reactions of the dancers, on the other hand one
should not forget that this is also a possible combination.
Many callers in the classes for beginners teach the
dancers to do the calls from non-standard position, but
later on they do not practise it with them and the dancers
forget. The same with Wheel and Deal from In-Facing
Lines: when the dancers get used to that they do not
have problems with it and even have fun.

Is Wheel and Deal from In-Facing Lines comfortable
for the dancers?

Yes and no. It can be so unusual for some dancers that
they feel uncomfortable. On the other hand, body flow
can be O.K. Imagine from box - ...Split the Outsides go
round one, Wheel and Deal, Leaders Wheel Around...
Body flow is working again, again you have a box from
which you can do anything.

Some may object that the above mentioned combination
is overflow for some dancers. Well, | do not have to
continue with Wheel and Deal after Split the Outsides. |
can create any In-Facing Lines. | call Forward and Back,
then Back and Forward to be sure and then Wheel and
Deal. If | call Leaders Wheel Around after Wheel and
Deal, then | can use follow this with Flutterwheel and
overflow will be eliminated. Before Wheel and Deal from
In-Facing Lines you may also call, for example, First
Couple go Left, Next Couple go Right or Centers Run,
Ends Trade (in both cases from an Inverted Line).

Do you use the call ‘Bend the Line’ from In-Facing Li-
nes? If yes, then realise that in case of Bend the Line
from In-Facing Lines the Ends go in the exactly same
direction as they would go at the beginning of Wheel
and Deal from In-Facing Lines. If someone states that

he can’t see many possibilities which call should be used
before Wheel and Deal from In-Facing Lines, then he
should have the same problem if he wanted to do Bend
the Line from In-Facing Lines.

Do you think that the dancers who stand in the
middle of the square when doing Wheel and Deal
from In-Facing Lines have space enough?

It depends on the capacity of the dance hall and on the
number of people inside. If the hall is overcrowded | have
problems to call even Grand Swing Thru because the
Tidal Wave will not fit there comfortably. Therefore | adjust
my calling to the capacity of the hall. However, | can't
see any problem if the squares have enough space
around them.

Don’t you think that there are many more interesting
topics than Wheel and Deal from In-Facing Lines?

Yes, they are. | do not say that everybody must call this
one and that it must be called at every club night. | only
point out one of the gaps in what could be used but is
not, and | am asking why. This topic might be a subject
for wider discussions. | am convinced more and more
that dancers have problems not only doing Wheel and
Deal but all calls like Ends Cross Fold/Fold, Ends Trade,
Ends Cross Run or Couples Trade from In-Facing Lines
in general.

These are the calls that require the movement around
the centre of the square along the inside half circle. The
reason might be that they feel enough space and do not
feel restricted by the square when doing these calls from
Out-Facing Lines. However, if they do not learn these
figures from In-Facing Lines they might have problems
later with, for example, doing Crossfire. This call is
officially permitted to be done from In-Facing Lines. One
part of its definition is directly ‘Ends Cross Fold’. The
dancers who are not used to do cross fold from In-Facing
Lines often have problems, they try to do Pass Thru
instead and the squares break down.

To summarise it | think that if the dancers learn to do
ends cross fold, ends trade or couples trade from In-
Facing Lines, then they should not have any problem
with Wheel and Deal from In-Facing Lines (supposing
they know the definition of Wheel and Deal well).

Can anyone explain to me why the definition for the All 4
couples moves, dictates a left shoulder pass when calling
all 4 couples pass the ocean. The definition states that
the ,skips” should alternate shoulders. This is senseless
to me.

So, let's look at some stuff we know and which is gene-
rally accepted, even before CALLERLAB came along.

All 4 Couples, Square Thru starts with a pass your corner
right shoulder, right pull by, pass the next left, left pull by,

What are some possibilities for a ,rule” for shoulder
passing inactives, based on the above:

1) Pass the first inactive right shoulder, and alternate
from then on.

2) Pass each inactive dancer by the hand (or
shoulder) you are about to use with the next active
dancer. This doesn’t specify the last inactive pass.

3) Pass each inactive dancer by the opposite hand
(or shoulder) you just used. This doesn't specify the
first pass.

4) Have each call be defined on a case by case ba-
Sis.

Alternative #4 seems unattractive, especially conside-
ring the trend towards defining everything, even stuff
which doesn’t occur hardly ever.

History:

In August 1992, as a result of some discussions at a
square dance weekend, there was an e-mail discussion
on the C4 list about a proposal from Bill Davis and John
Sybalsky with respect to the All 4 Couples and All 8
concepts. Itdidn’t directly concern the traffic pattern with
respect to the inactives. Back then, the larger issues
were

A) Is there a difference in meaning between All 4
Couples and All 8?

B) When do you use which one?

C) If I had everyone face their partner, can | use either
concept?

D) If ,C* is allowed with All 4 Couples, where does it
end?

E) They proposed a naming convention which allowed
the caller to ask the dancers to end on the ,other"
spots.

The result of the e-mail discussion was to solidify the
thinking of several people towards the current definition.

Later, the All 8 concept was added as a first class citizen
to the Advanced program, and | was asked to write a
definition. After some discussions with knowledgeable
Advanced and Challenge callers and dancers, |
submitted a report in 5-24-95. It was later approved and
is part of the current Advanced definitions.

As part of that definition we had to come up with inactive
shoulder passing rules, and without a lot of thought
(because there were bigger issues to settle), came up
with the existing rule (#1 above).

A2) Pass the first ,other* dancer right shoulders and
pass the rest of the ,other” dancers the opposite
shoulder of the hand (or shoulder) last used with
.Same* dancers.

A3) Pass the ,other” dancer with the same shoulder
you are about to use on the upcoming ,,same* dancer.

Here are some All 4 Couples calls which are known to
be danced a certain way. | believe any rule change must
still include these usages:

B) Square Thru - - pass corner right, right pull by, pass
next left, left pull by, pass next right, right pull by, pass
next left, left pull by, pass next right.

C) Pass Thru - - pass corner right, pass thru with next,
pass next ??7? shoulder.

Speaking of just the shoulders you pass others, | think
the following dances the best

C1) Pass The Ocean - - right, right

In the A2 dance programs, the callers want to be able to
explain to the dancers the ,right* way to dance this call,
including a traffic pattern. | understand that in challenge
dancing, with lots of concepts, how you interact with
wother* dancers is closer to ,don’t knock them down* than
precise rules. | would like a better rule for the All 4 Couples
concept, especially one which covers all the cases which
todays A2 dancer and caller can reasonably expect to
encounter.

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Smooth Dancing

Introduction

From what | found in the dictionary as explanation for
the term ,,smooth” | would start with the following thesis:

»~Smooth Dancing allows the dancers to move
comfortable to the beat of the music without
abrupt changes of direction.”

.Now why should it be one of our highest goals to let the
dancers dance smooth?*

We find the following reasons:

Dancers feel better while dancing.

The dancing is less exhausting.

Dancing gets easier...

...and hence even complex choreography can
be done with greater success.

Through smooth dancing the dancers will get
a great dance experience.

Visitors (even us callers) have a visual
impression.

How can we achieve smooth dancing? For any
achievement you always need a tool. The basic tools for
smooth dancing are named timing and body flow. | will
show you what to look after later, but first let me give you
another train of thoughts to the subject smooth dancing.
In square dancing there is a communication between
dancers and the caller. This process of communication
is accompanied by music. If the caller is able to establish
a communication that is free of disturbance and in
harmony with the music, s/he reaches the goal of smooth
dancing. Note that 100% smooth dancing at 100% of
the time is impossible. To get pretty close to that ideal
there are a several things to look after. First we will look
at timing.

Timing

TIMING is the relation between the announcing of the
calls and the execution of the dancers. It's measure is
beats of music. In timing there are three different
elements.

3 Elements Of Timing

Command Time: The number of beats that are
needed to say the call. (Almost all calls can be
announced in two beats.)

Lead Time: The number of beats between
announcing the call and the reaction of the
dancers.

Execution Time: The number of beats needed
to execute the call. (See Callerlab’s Timing List.)

Command Time is different to the other two terms,
because it always the same. Lead Time and Execution
Time have to adjusted to the certain circumstances you
have - more below.

Timing explains how to best communicate with the
dancers in harmony with the music aiming to get the
dancers the right dance feeling.

Tempo

We can play the music in different tempos. The speed
of music or tempo is measured in beats per minute (bpm).
The average tempo for square dancing is 124 - 130 bpm.
Tempo is not timing! The vital thing is how the two
elements work together. Choosing a certain timing you
can give the dancers the feeling that the dance ,fast” at
a slow tempo or converse.

Tempo should be adjusted to the various circumstance
we find. E.g. consider the age of the dancers. When
doing a workshop or if you have unexperienced dancers
better choose a slower tempo. More advantages of a
slower tempo are:

Dancers have more time to react

Callers have more time to place key words
Callers have more time to keep floor control
(e.g. to help broken squares)

1. Beat

Since we have the right tempo the next thing is to think
about when to announce a call. Usually we are dealing
with musical phrases that look like so: 123456 7 8.
The dancer’s desire to start the action is the biggest on
beat #1 and beat #5. Even if dancers are not aware of it
consciously they feel best, when they start on beat #1.
Of course this is not always possible, because many
call's execution time is different than 4. But to allow it to
happen as often as possible try to achieve it at

m the beginning of patter sequence
m at singing call at the start of every sequence
(opener , figure, break and closer)

Especially at singing calls it is important to start a the
first beat, if we do not we are stealing the dancers
precious beats of music of a sequence measure for 64
beats. This is done wrong on many called records. Best
is not to listen to the called side.

To better hear the beat #1 you can increase the bass of
the music. You will then notice that the beat is much
better to recognize. And since the dancers can better
feel the beat they will dance more steady because now
they really ,dance to the beat of the music*.
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Extra Beats Lead-Time

There are several parameters that influence the quantity
of lead time. How goo is the acoustic? How used are the
dancers to the choreography? How much dance
experience do the dancers have? Very often callers use
complex or exceptional combinations of calls to provide
variety. In those cases it is important to give about 2-3
beats more lead time. I. e. the key or helper words come
2-3 beats ahead. Since the combinations are unexpected
the dancers need those extra beats to react and yet
dance through the sequence fluently and successfully.
Unexperienced dancers e.g. class dancers need more
lead time as well.

It is a special challenge to find the correct time for mixed
floors (i. e. experienced and unexperienced dancers
together). Expect the dancers to have different reaction
time (lead time) and the execution time for the figure
vary. Hence you have to try to hit the golden section to
allow smooth dancing for the whole floor.

Sources Of Timing Mistakes

Now after we learned how to use timing correctly we
want to look on the back side of the medal. What can be
done wrong? What will be the consequences? There
are three essential sources of mistakes:

m Saying calls too late: The result is the well
known stop-and-go-dancing. In addition execution
time will grow if dancers have to stop in between
of the figures. The Callerlab Timing-List in only
valid for fluent dancing.

m Saying calls too early: Dancers are rushed if
the next call is announced when there are still
some steps left for the actual call. The dancers
will try to short cut the figure. This leaves a feeling
of uncertainty because the dancers get the feeling
of not being able to follow the calls. They are
rushing instead of dancing.

m Clipped Timing: The caller does not give the
dancers enough time to execute the calls, but
takes away 1-2 beats of every call. This is not the
same as saying calls too early. Clipped Timing
reduces the dance impression since the figures
cannot be danced comfortably. The dancing gets
more straining.

Admittedly Clipped Timing can be used as a program-
ming tool. At the same tempo you can create a feeling of
fast dancing and produce enthusiasm. This so called
hash-calling should be used for effect only. For all evening
no dancer can bear it.

External Influences

At this point | want to talk about external influences, i. e.
influences that callers have very little control of. E.g. if
you are having an extremely slippery or extremely dull
floor or a dance hall with little space you need a little

more execution time. Acoustic problems probably have
an influence on lead time. The further away from the
loudspeakers the dancers are the less is the volume they
hear. With acoustic problems the effect increases and
execution time gets worse. Therefor we need to give the
dancers more lead time, i. e. selectively use helper words
at the right time.

Of course, a change of weather or a full moon has an
influence on the reaction time of the dancers and hence
to our calling. Even with same dancers and same
combination of calls you have to set your timing to the
given circumstances. Actually we cannot achieve 100%
perfect time at 100% of the time. With the complex
choreography that is in use nowadays, dancers are willing
to cut back time for the sake of surprising sequences
and choreographic effects. But indeed it is important that
a caller always judges whether a certain effect is worth
to draw back timing. No caller ever should disregard this
thought and s/he should be aware of the fact that we are
dealing with a compromise.

Body flow

The second major influence on smooth dancing is body
flow. For good communication you need a well build lan-
guage with a fluent syntax. The square dance language
are the calls and you have to create a sequence that
allows the dancers smooth dancing. the task. Heed to
achieve that the dancers at the end of call are placed in
a position that allows them to execute the next call without
abrupt changes of momentum. Ideal is when ending
position of the preceding call and start position of the
following call are exactly the same. We know that this is
not always so. E. g. the well known get out : ...centers
square thru 3....allemande left corner.... After the square
thru 3 the centers are a little bit offset since the last ac-
tion was a pull by. Habit and anticipation allows this
sequence to be smooth. But all callers be warned who
take this as justification for un smooth choreography,
because they think that only the dancers have to get
used to it.

Not only the dancer’s position is important to make the
next call fluently executable. The hand needed for the
call has to be free. To use hands alternating is not
obligatory. E. g. ...... box the gnat.....square thru..... the
right hand is perfectly placed to start the square thru. It
is different when you call square thru % and touch %.
The right hands have to be pulled from back to front
before they are in the right place to dance the call.

Basically we have to watch that the dancers are in the
right position to get a fluent transition to the next call and
that the hand needed for the call is free.

To avoid major injuries such as broken arms or backs
we need to watch the dancers momentum. After a figure
the body is in motion and it has a tendency to keep the
same direction. For a change of direction there has to
be enough time and space. Itis part of callers preparation
to know which figures match well after a certain call. And
there we are again with overlapping abilities a caller
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should acquire. Hence for a good body flow a sincere
formation management is indispensable.

Counter Dancing

To dance turns in a smooth way, dancers may help
themselves by dancing with a certain tension in their
bodies and put a little resistance in handholds. Therefor
a handhold not only means touch but a help to work
against centrifugal force.

Another point of dancers responsibilities for smooth
dancing is that the inactive dancers help/think and adjust
their position. Of course this is a matter of experience.
Experienced dancers usually dance smoother than
beginners.

Overflow

An important point for dancers’ well being is to avoid
overflow. Avoid turns of more than 270° (3/4). You are
running the risk that dancers will loose their orientation.
Several turns in the same direction can make some
dancers dizzy. When you check your routines for over-
flow, follow each of the eight dancers. Sometimes only
two or four of the eight dancers are affected. Watch out
to avoid the so called sequential overflow. I. e. over a
longer period of time the momentum (mostly to the right)
does not change.

Observe the available space. It is less smooth to dance
a Heads Swing Thru from a static square than a swing
thru from a % tag - formation. Best adjust the orientation
of tidal ocean waves to the given circumstances unless
you take into account to produce less smooth dancing.

Dancers’ Anticipation

Another influence on smooth dancing is dancers’ antici-
pation. This can be divided into three different categories:

Favored anticipation - Using certain filler
words so the dancers will guess the next call.
....star thru ... have a line....(now, of course) for-
ward and back.. Or at a get out ....... square thru
three....here comes corner ...allemande left.. Using
rhymes can make the dancers anticipate the next
call (forward and back you reel...pass thru ..
and..wheel and deal). There lies a danger in that
as well, see next point.

Conditional anticipation - When dancers get
used to rhyming they react to it reflexive. Same
happens with filler words. After you have a line |
guess at least 80% of the dancers dance Forward
and back. Hence if you use another call that is
well applicable there is a cut and the smooth
feeling is gone.( forward and back you reel....pass
thru and bend the line ..... oops ?!)

Instinctive anticipation - The dancers have
a certain momentum and a tendency to maintain
it. As well when dancers are facing each other
they are expecting to dance the next figure with

each other. The more experienced a dancer gets
the bigger his spectrum of different anticipations
gets. Beginners do not know all the possibilities
and they expect to dance what they got used to.

A few more words to the use of filler words or key words.
Use filler words very rarely, because filler word become
killer words very fast. Naturally this happens when you
are not able to say the next call in time, because of all
the filler words. More important: Giving the right key words
(helper words) is much more important. But only as much
as needed and at the right time (see lead time). It pays
to think about how to say a call. E. g. you can say ...make
a Right Hand Star..... or ....Star Right.... The latter can
be mixed up with Star Thru. Again it is important how
you say it and when (lead time). By saying key words on
time you can avoid a false anticipation at the dancers
and hence deliver smooth dancing.

Conclusion

In conclusion square dance contains many aspects. E.g.
there are choreographic variety, intellectual challenge,
or smooth dancing. A caller can set smoothness aside
for the sake of reaching one of the other goals. An
experienced caller would only do this if it the goal is worth
it. It should be used use aimed and should not be over-
done. The highest goal should be smooth dancing,
because then your dancers feel good over a long time.
Give the dancers the first beat an let them flow though
your choreography, then you are the winning part!

| do not want to leave untouched that you cannot reach
good time while sitting at your desktop. You should learn
theoretic fundamentals at home first and than practice,
practice, practice. Smooth dancing is an ability you would
not get over night. Always prove your calling is the method
to progress.

Enjoy practicing - and always smooth and happy dancing!
